· Alumni often receive advice from staff about personal/home concerns. The first graph above shows the number of alumni who received personal/home advice by month. The highest month was October with 68 alumni. The lowest month was December with 1 alumnus. The overall average monthly number of alumni who received personal advising was 49.

· The second graph above shows the Academic Advising from August - December, 2008. The highest month was October with 54 alumni. The lowest month was December with 1 alumnus. The overall average monthly number of alumni who received academic advising was 34.

· Alumni are able to check-out equipment such as laptop computers and LCD projectors for home and school use. The graph below shows the number of alumni who checked equipment out by month. The highest month was October with 15 alumni checking out equipment. The lowest month was August with no alumni checking out equipment. The overall average number of alumni who checked out equipment per month was 10. The overall average number of equipment pieces checked out per alumnus was 1 per month. 
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Conclusions

· In comparison with the same time frame last year (August – December, 2007), the average monthly attendance in the Digital Arts Lab increased from 59 to 82 alumni.  This represents a 39% increase in average monthly attendance. The average number of days attended
      per alumnus increased from 5 to 6 days per month, this represents a 20% increase. 
· Looking at the guest sign-ins compared to the same time frame last year, the average number of monthly guest sign-ins at the Digital 
            Arts Lab decreased from 73 to 71 guests.  This represents a 3% decrease over the last year.
· The average number of alumni who received personal/home advisement increased from an average monthly number of 28 to 49 alumni. This represents a 75% increase over the last year. The average number of alumni who received academic advisement increased from an average monthly number of 29 to 34 alumni. This represents a 17% increase over the last year. It should be noted, however, that tracking advisement started in November last year, and therefore we could only compare 2 months from last year to 5 months this year.

· The average number of equipment checkouts per month increased from an average monthly number of 3 to 10. This 

      represents a 233% increase, on average, in the number of alumni who checked out equipment per month.

· The average attendance for the Haunted House increased from 13 daily participants last year to 31 this year. This represents a 138% 

            average daily attendance increase compared to last year. It should be noted, however, that there were 3 less days of participation for

      the Haunted House this year (7 days last year compared to 4 this year).
· There was no comparison available for the miscellaneous activities and events, the International Elementary School Community Service, Longfellow Elementary School Community Service, and miscellaneous community service activities. However, the school sites did increase from 1 high school site last year to 2 elementary school sites this year.
The first graph above shows the Digital Arts Lab attendance by month. The alumni attendance ranged from a high of 94 in October to a low of 75 in August and November. The overall average monthly attendance was 82 alumni. 


The second graph above shows the average number of days that each individual alumnus attended the Digital Arts Lab each month. The average number of lab visits made by each alumnus ranged from an average high of 7 days in October to an average low of  6 days in the other months. The number of lab visits made by individual alumnus per month ranged from 1 to 23 times. The overall average number of days attended by each alumnus was 6 days per month.


Youth Institute alumni are also encouraged to bring visitors/friends to the Digital Arts Lab.  The first graph below shows that September had the most guest sign-ins with 83, and November had the least at 53. The overall average monthly attendance was 71 guests.


The second graph below shows there were two miscellaneous activities and events. The Fall meeting had an attendance of 57 alumni, while the Holiday Party had an attendance of 51 alumni. 

















YI alumni are also able to participate in community service projects. The first graph above shows the International Elementary School Community Service alumni attendance. The daily participation ranged from a high of 9 to a low of 6. The overall average number of alumni who attended the International Elementary School Community Service daily was 8.


The second graph above shows the Longfellow Elementary School Community Service alumni attendance. The daily participation ranged from a high of 5 to a low of 3. The overall average number of alumni who attended the Longfellow Elementary School Community Service daily was 4.


The first graph below shows the miscellaneous community service activities. The highest attended community service was the car wash with 15 alumni. The lowest attended community service was the Casey Helper community service on 9/4/2008 with 5 alumni.


The second graph below shows the Haunted House Community Service activities. The daily participation ranged from a high of 40 to a low of 25.The overall average number of alumni who attended the Haunted House Community Service daily was 31.
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
